For the year ending 32st March 2016 these documents will be 
available on reasonable notice on application to the person in paragraph 3 below. 

• Local Government Electors and their representatives have rights to: 
• Question the auditor about the accounts and 
• Object to the accounts or any item in them.  Written notice of an objection must 

first be given to the auditor and a copy sent to the Smaller authority. 
The auditor can be contacted at the address in paragraph 5 below for this purpose.
