        CEMETERY AUDIO TOUR – PEOPLE

HENRY BUTT came to Weston as a teenager from Langport to work for a local coal merchant. With a keen eye to business he purchased a horse and cart and began building a successful haulage company. Increasing wealth allowed him to acquire Milton Quarry in the mid-1880s which he turned it into the West Country's largest producer of white lime for the manufacture of mortar and plaster. 

 

Always the entrepreneur he spotted changes in the local property market during the early 20th century and bought up many hillside villas, converting them into apartments, always with the suffix 'Mansions'. His conversions and extensions included local stone, stained glass and intricate mouldings, making it difficult to spot the differences between the original Victorian structures and his modern extensions.

 

Though he amassed a fortune and lived in splendour at 1 Eastfield Park he was a most generous benefactor of local worthy causes and worked tirelessly for the benefit of his adoptive town. He was a rough diamond with charity in his heart and was a good employer and though many establishment figures disliked him there was no doubting his ability and popularity.  

 

In the 1920s Henry Butt used his persuasive skills to the full by encouraging townsfolk to part with their money, and all for a good cause. He personally raised £50,000, enough to build and equip a new hospital in the Boulevard which was opened in 1928 by the Duke & Duchess of York (later King George Vl and Queen Elizabeth). Rumour has it that he failed to achieve a knighthood as the result of blowing cigarette smoke in the Duchess's face!

 

When his quarry lorries caused damage to town roads and the Council sued for recompense a lengthy legal battle wound its way right up to the House of Lords. Butt lost the case, settled the bill in full and then promptly purchased the old Hotel Field donating it to the town for laying out the much sought after Winter Gardens. The man held no grudges. 

 

Butt served as a councillor in both town and county and became a Justice of the Peace, rising to the pinnacle of his political career in 1937 when Weston was granted borough status with himself as Charter Mayor. He died five years later in 1944.

 

2. James Dare was a small-town entrepreneur and printer with workshops in Richmond Street and Orchard Place. He printed Weston’s first newspaper The Westonian in 1843, forerunner of today’s Weston Mercury. Increasing circulation enabled him to take on young William Frampton as a reporter. Frampton married his boss’s daughter and eventually took ownership of the paper which remained in the family until sold to Community News Media (later Archant) in 1988 
3. BELGIAN REFUGEES When Germany invaded defenceless Belgium at the beginning of the First World War evacuees escaped to England and a number settled in Weston. The privations of war had taken their toll and many died here. They are buried throughout the cemetery and a memorial stone of Cornish granite set up in 1925 commemorates their sufferings and death.

4. Dr Frederick BAEDEKER. Born Germany 1823, the cousin of Karl Baedeker publisher of the famous European railway guides, he settled in Weston-super-Mare following his wife’s untimely death after a mere 3 months of marriage. He was not of any particular religious persuasion but agreed to attend a missionary event one evening organised by the Earl of Cavan and Lord Radstock at Weston’s Plymouth Brethren Chapel. Such was the effect on Baedeker that he later remarked “I went in a proud German infidel and came out a humble, believing disciple of the Lord Jesus Christ”.

He went on to meet and become friendly with another of his Brethren countrymen – George Muller (founder of Muller Homes) who lived in Bristol. Lord Radstock’s simple Bible expositions became fashionable in upper-class drawing rooms and with Cavan living along the hillside Baedeker became part of that fervent local preaching brigade. 

Baedeker went on many evangelizing expeditions, even into the snowy depths of Russian Siberia – taking the word of God to peasants, prisoners and aristocrats alike. Needless to say established Orthodoxy didn’t care much for either his style or his theology.

Baedeker died at his home – Wart Eck, 2 Queen’s Road in 1906.

5. Prof Francis William NEWMAN born 1805, younger brother of Cardinal John Henry Newman, Anglican convert to Catholicism who has risen to sainthood following Pope Benedict’s act of beatification.

Francis was the radical free-thinking academic and professor of classics at University College, London, who unleashed a storm of controversy with the publication of “A History of the Hebrew Monarchy” in 1847.

A classicist, historian and writer of complex views on religion, philosophy, politics, mathematics, economics and even diet, his abiding love lay in religious thinking. Where his brother moved to Rome, Francis took the opposite direction into theism and Unitarianism – a move that strained their brotherly relationship forever.

Though somewhat overshadowed by his Cardinal brother, Francis had an immense following – his works were read and studied by the likes of Charles and Emma Darwin and his portrait hangs in the National Portrait Gallery. In 2008 a Francis William Newman Society was founded – in the United States

Retired to WsM c.1971 where he lived with his wife Maria in Southside. In Weston he continued to take an active role in educational issues, on one occasional challenging the then town establishment with a blistering attack on its reactionary views concerning state education. He was pro-vegetarianism and also campaigned against vivisection, Christian dogma, compulsory vaccination, drink, and was vice-President of the Land Nationalisation Society, which advocated that no one should own more than 1,000 acres and all towns should own their own grounds. Whilst in WsM he added a further 37 titles (including the story of Robinson Crusoe in Latin!) to his extensive list of publications and campaigned for votes for women and homeopathic medicine. . He died in Weston 4th October 1897 aged 92.

6. (Chris) Henry Nathaniel Davies TC355 no memorial found - was a science master, archaeologist and geologist who did much to propagate this sort of knowledge in the closing decades of the 19th Century and opening decades of the 20th Century. Most noted for his excavations when the Cheddar man skeleton was discovered in 1903 and correctly ascribed the age of the skeleton to the pre-Neolithic Period when the official view held by such people as Sir William Boyd Dawkins stated a Neolithic date. Instigator behind the discovery of Merck’s Rhinoceros remains at Milton, an important paleontological find, He died in 1920 – His grave is unmarked
7. (Brian) Alfred Pavey TC670– Police Constable Alfred Pavey died in 1861 aged 24 is obituary reads that he was a man of gallant conduct. He battled with a couple of burglars at the Shrubbery wall and he was severely injured in the struggle, the wounds he received he never fully recovered from.
One correspondence to the paper reads “Deeds of heroism and valour deserve honourable place in history” and it would seem like he now has his place. The original head stone has now decayed into such a state it is unreadable; the new headstone was installed in October 2007. 
8. Reuben Staddon – Three generations of the family performed the traditional Punch & Judy shows on Weston beach bringing howls of delight to many thousands of holidaying children. The head of the family was known locally as Professor Staddon.
9. Earl of Cavan – Frederick John Lambart.TC2420 Born 30th December 1815 died 16th Dec 1887 aged 71. He built the Lodge on Bristol Road, where he died. His last words were ‘We need no more doctors; the Lord standeth at the door’. He was buried on 22 December 1887, when 500 attended the funeral. Thomas Newberry preached at the graveside.
10. Jackson-Barstow – A Yorkshire family who on moving to Weston acquired The Lodge in Upper Bristol Road, former home of the Earl of Cavan. Only son Captain Eric Jackson-Barstow was killed in an aircraft accident in Surrey in 1919 leaving three daughters, one of whom married Mr. Miller and became a well-known local politician as Mrs. Evelyn Miller-Barstow. The remaining two daughters never married and on selling their home for development moved to nearby Christon. Weston Hospice in Uphill has benefited greatly from their legacies
11. The Hon Frederick le Poer Trench – born 1835 the second son of the 3rd Earl and Countess of Clancarty. He died in 1913 aged 78. Their only son, the 34-year old Lieut. le Poer Trench also died at this time from wounds received in action in France 
12. Capel family - The Capel Family owned and lived in Ashcombe House – the land was sold in 1905 which later became the extension of the Cemetery. The house was a Red Cross Hospital during the First World War and in 1918 suffered a serious fire, it was later restored but in a much pared down manner and looked quite plain.   In 1946 it was opened as a Maternity Hospital by the Duchess of Kent.  This was closed in 1986 and the house demolished in 1987. The stone is a commemorative stone, placed in a position where the view of the House would have been at its best.
13. George Fiott Day TC2397- VC. CB. RN. 1820 - 1856. Decorated for gallantry in the Sea of Azov during the Crimean War. 1855. A lieutenant in the Crimean War in 1855 George Day won the Victorian Cross. He retired to Weston-super-Mare with his wife and daughter but had less than a year to enjoy the Victorian seaside town before he died.
14. Thomas McFarlane –TC1883 was born in Scotland to a weaver of the Paisley Shaw. At the age of 13 he was put on a boat which sailed to Bristol, and it was here that he worked for his Uncle, Mathew Dunlop. He was a quick learner and swiftly rose up the ladder to become partner of his uncles business.

In 1886 he purchased the Beach Road Business with his son Ernest and set up Messer’s Macfarlane and Sons ltd, a directorate. He was a grand public speaker and became a member of the District Council. His gift to the Town was the fountain on the North end of the Beach Lawns, just recently refurbished by North Somerset Council.
15. Emily Elizabeth Constance Jones TC 2425 (Born 1848 – Died 1922)(Picture supplied by The Mistress and Fellows, Girton College, Cambridge)

Born in 1848, she was the eldest daughter of Mr J Jones of Langston Court, Llangarren, and Emily Edith (nee Oakley) of Llancayo House, Monmouthshire.

Educated at home and abroad (the family spent four years at the Cape 1861- 1865), she took correspondence courses in Greek with Miss Edith Coleridge, before two months private coaching from Alice Gruner for the Girton entrance examination.
In 1884 she returned to Girton to become Resident Lecturer in Moral Sciences 1884–1916 (Director of Studies 1903–16), Librarian 1890–93 and Mistress 1903–16. She continued her prolific output of philosophical writings during her periods of office and her controversial New Law of Thought was written while she was Mistress. When she became Mistress in 1903, the College debt was £43,000. By 1916, when Miss Jones resigned because of ill-health, this had been paid off by raising substantial gifts and bequests which had also enabled four new Fellowships and two research studentships. Emily died in 1922.

16. Walter Cornelius Gabriel Tu 815 – made his last voyage 27TH March 1936. The grave is fascinating because of the beautifully carved ship, so different from the other headstones. The Victorians liked the use of symbolism and this is just one of many fine carvings to be found around the Cemetery. Though little is known about Walter, we know he is the eldest son of W E Gabriel who was a General House Furnishers and Venetian Blind maker. He ran Weston Cabinet Works on Orchard Street.
17. Alfred Leete – C194 Alfred Leete was born into a farming family in Northamptonshire in 1882. At the age of eleven, the Leete family moved to Weston-super-Mare where Alfred was educated at Kingsholme School in Arundel Road.

He produced art work and cartoons for some of the London publications such as the London Opinion, Punch and Tatler. He also produced the cover for the official guide for Weston-super-Mare in 1925 which portrays a romantic picture of a girl with a bucket and spade being blown by the Atlantic Breeze.

On 5th September 1914 the most iconic and famous British Army Recruitment Campaign poster was printed on the cover of London Opinion. This image has been used time and time again.

Being a patriotic man, Alfred joined the Army and served in the Rifles, using his talent to record scenes of battle.

He was said to be one of the finest black and white artists of his time and his work reflected his witty sense of humour.

Alfred died in 1933.
18. Burnell D149 – The Burnell family founded the WEMS Coach firm. The business was started with a garage business on Knightstone which steadily developed into a taxi and private hire firm. By the turn of the 1900’s the company was running a bus service at Cheddar from the station to the caves. In 1914-1918 the army commandeered the coaches to run fuel to the army vehicles on Salisbury Plain.

At the end of the war the Burnells concentrated their services in Weston in opposition tot eh Tramways service on the Seafront. The service expanded to cheddar, Highbridge, Glastonbury and Bridgewater eventually merging with the Tramways to become WEMS Weston engineering Motor Services.

19. Paulo Radmilovic N106- Born 1886- Died 1968. Swimmer and athlete, Paulo Radmilovic, was one of Britain’s greatest swimmers. In 1908 he won a gold medal with the 800m relay team at the London Olympics, after that he concentrated on water polo where he won a further two gold medals - one in 1912 the other in 1920 making him Britain’s largest gold medal holder. After retiring from swimming, he became an hotelier and restaurateur. He gave swimming displays at Knightstone baths and died at the age of 82.

20. Elizabeth Standerwick Gregory H 28 – Died March 1932. She was a scientific Botanist who produced the first monographs of the British Violets.

21. Clement Layton TC2606 no memorial found–A young precocious scholar, lover of Chemistry and Natural Sciences and eldest Son of Rev. T.C Litchfield Layton – Curate of Emmanuel Church. As he sat reading his bible on an outcrop of rock, he found himself surrounded by sea, he wrote in his bible “In danger, I now declare that I do trust in Jesus as my saviour, and have trusted for about 5 years. I know that my sins of heart and actions are many and grievous, but now I pray to God to forgive me for the sake of the Perfect Righteousness of Christ, and to help me to do His will and receive me to safety and holiness with himself. I ask God to bless my Father and Mother and give them His Holy Spirit and to keep all my brothers and sisters in his faith. His body was found washed up on the beach; his coat which lay next to him was wrapped around his bible. This lead to a blue cloth covered booklet entitled words from the waves. He died in 1874 aged 17.

Un-purchased grave with no headstone.

22. Frederike Alwine Maria Buls-  Oa 137 came over from Germany in 1899 to be a ladies maid to Emmy Maria Franziska, the wife of Mr. Frank Tiarks of Loxton. Being of German origin Miss Buls was not allowed to work in England during the war, so Miss Noreen O'Connor, a registered nurse, was engaged to nurse Mrs. Tiarks and after she died in 1943, Miss O'Connor became nurse-secretary to Frank Tiarks, who was confined to a wheel chair after a hunting accident. After the war Miss Buls returned to the area but Miss O'Connor remained as housekeeper, nurse and general companion to Frank Tiark.
Miss O'Connor was a very popular figure who was very kind and took a great interest in village life. 
Frank Tiarks died in 1952 and bequeathed his cottage at Loxton to Miss O'Connor. When Miss O'Connor moved and asked Miss 'Marie' Buls to live with her. Miss Buls at the age of 77, had already had one small stroke, she also had a broken her leg and was confined to her bedroom. Miss O'Connor, aged 46, nursed Marie.

At 7.20 a.m. on Wednesday, September 1st 1954 Mr. Peter Tiarks, the youngest son of the late Frank Tiarks was in bed in Dorset when he received a telephone call from Miss Noreen O'Connor. She asked him to 'come at once as something terrible had happened to Marie and that she was in the power of some evil'. 
On arrival at the cottage he found Miss O'Connor lying on a sofa. Miss O’Conner told him that Marie had an evil look in her eye and that the evil was so strong that Miss O'Connor had plucked her eyes out. 
When the doctor arrived he asked Miss O'Connor what had happened and she told him that there had been a lot of evil influences in the house during the previous evening. She was praying very hard to protect Marie from evil and after a while saw something happen to Marie's eyes. She realised that Marie's eyes were evil and that she had to get them out. 
Dr. Cooper then went upstairs and found the body of Miss Buls lying on her back, fully dressed. Marie’s eyeballs had collapsed into the eye-sockets and the eyelids were torn. Her right nostril was torn and he estimated that Miss Buls had been dead from seven to ten hours. 

Miss O'Connor was charged her with the murder of Miss Buls. 
Miss O’Conner has a granite slab in Loxton Churchyard with a red rose placed upon it at certain times. Maria’s grave is unmarked.
23. Joseph Stringfield TC377 – originally came to Weston from Bath in 1844, by 1849 he had become a Town Commissioner.  He was on the Board of Health for Weston and helped improve the health of the Town. He was a promoter of Weston-super-Mare and helped to set up Flowers shows and regattas. He may also so attribute to the establishment of the Burial Board and the Cemetery.
His personal life, however, was a little more turbulent, his obituary reads: A lover of uniforms and the last Westonian to wear the tricorn hat, he was eccentric and increasingly mad. He was indicted for beating his wife and threatening to shoot her solicitor during their divorce proceedings.

His children were removed for the family home as he was found to be making them drunk. 

He caused a mutiny with the Weston Artillery Volunteers and a bitter feud in the Horticulture Society.

And he had James Dare, of the Mercury, arrested for Liable in 1857.
But he was an eminent surgeon of great skill and reputation.

Died Aug 11th 1869.
24. Harry Mogg – TC2351 The Moggs started a small Working Man’s Coffee house at the start of the 1900’s called the Eclipse and later moved on to the Castle Coffee House in 1908. They lived in a small terrace house, now the site of Dolphin Square. It was this small tight knit community that worked together to produce Moggs Band.
Moggs band started with a few members who learnt how to play by the teachings of the Italian musicians from various bands around Weston at that time. The Italians would be supplied coffee at the Castle Tavern for their assistance.

In 1887 there were 14 members to the band; in 1890 the band had 26 self taught musicians who by 1892 played at the summer concerts in the parks.
The band became so well known that in 1912 they won the National Reed Band Championships at Crystal Palace. The band remained together and celebrated their 50th annual dinner in 1937; Henry Butt had been president of the band for all 50 years.
25. Thomas Palmer – TC332 – Born 1789 Last survivor of the Battle of Corunna Born in1789 he enlisted in the 32nd regiment in 1807 and in September for that year was present at the attack on Copenhagen. He served under John Moore all through the campaign which ended in Corunna.
He served at the Walcheren expedition and the siege of Flushing in August 1809, he was severely wounded which took months of recuperation.

After which he found himself again in the peninsular and he was present at the siege and capture of Badajoz, Salamanca and Madrid in 1812.
He was sent home invalided and was discharged on his 25 birthday in 1814.

On his return he learnt the art of shoemaking. He died at the age of 99.
26. John Palmer –TC1703 John Palmer (1806-78) was one of Weston’s original Town Commissioners (early councillors) becoming Chairman in 1862. A prodigious builder he worked alongside architect Hans Fowler Price on Weston Hospital in Alfred Street (now flats) and added touches of individuality to his Palmer Street, Orchard Street and Meadow Street developments in order to “provide choice for the working classes
27. Stanley Follet Hook – Tc2290 – Home guard killed during the raids on Weston
28. Thomas Rogers TC2127– Was born in Churchill when it could boast a hostelry in the coaching days and it was here that he gain experience before moving to the Highbridge Inn. In 1841 Thomas leased the Royal Hotel and by 1847 had managed to buy it outright. The hotel was rebuilt and enlarged by 1850. 
He was a very well known and respected Gentleman; he became one of the Town Commissioner and was also responsible for building the Royal Terrace.

29. Conway Gould WARNE. Born 1860. He came from a theatrical Kentish family which moved to Weston and became involved in the pottery industry – then located in Locking Road opposite St Saviour’s Church. He moved the pottery’s production away from the declining ornamental market into the manufacture of building materials and patented a land drain and an electric cable trough – both of which became nationally important to the building industry. Warne moved the worked-out Locking Road pottery into new premises in Langford Road and the later-named Winterstoke Road. The old Locking Road clay pits – filled with water and, frozen over in winter became the site of frivolous skating parties with much merriment - and alcohol provided by the Ashcombe House pub. He died in 1923
30. John Hugh Wadham Smyth-Pigott – Lords of the Manors of Weston and Ashcombe from the 17th century until they finally sold the title in the 1980s. Grove House was their Weston home, which with the park became municipal property when the family abandoned Weston at the end of the 19th century. John was the 7th family member to be Lord of the Manor and during his tenure Grove House was much extended. Born in 1819 he caused controversy by converting to Roman Catholicism and helping to build the town’s St Joseph’s Church. He married Blanche Arundel and died in 1892. 

31. Edgar Bryant – TU 1034 was an Electrician who had been working at Knightstone Theatre from 1902 dealing with the theatres electrics and heating. On the night of the Great Storm 300 people were cut of from the main land. On seeing this Edgar tried to reach the Theatre to see if he could help, but was swept away by the tide.
32. Sam Harvey – TU 1366 Born in Weston-super-Mare on the 11th Jan 1858 he played a notable role in the advancement and success of the town. He was an active member of the Town Commissioners and subsequently the Urban District Council.

The initial sea front development of the promenade was his initiative and foresight, including the building of a marine lake.

33. Ernest Huntley and Family TC3911– On the morning of Wednesday 25th May 1904 the Priory Restaurant on North Street caught fire with disastrous consequences.

Restaurant proprietor Ernest Huntley and family had retired to bed as normal, their children and live in assistants also in bed.
Winifred, the only survivor of the fire was woken by her brother, who then left her by her bedroom window before attempting to wake the others
Neighbours sent the alarm to the fire brigade, and very soon they were on site with a pumping appliance and hose. A ladder was brought to the top window and Winifred was able to escape. But by now the fire had spread through to the first floor and other rescue attempts were made impossible by the heat.

In less than two hours the restaurant was reduced to a shell.

The family had already suffered the loss of two children the previous year to a fever.

Saturday 28th May 1904 was a day of mourning for the whole community, the day the six tragic victims of the fire were laid to rest in Weston’s cemetery. Three coffins of Ernest Huntley, their son Albert and baby Gwendoline who was enclosed with her mother were placed on three horse-drawn open coaches. 
The coffins of Sylvia Maggs and Emma Chip followed behind the Huntley family. The whole town had turned out to pay their last respects. One striking aspect of this sad spectacle was apparent to all, four of the coffins were covered with floral tributes but one was bare, that containing the remains of Miss Maggs. The reason was later explained as being the result of the last minute decision by her family that she should be included in the group funeral.
On arrival at the church the path to the door was lined by members of the ‘St. Kew’ lodge of Freemasons, of which Ernest Huntley had been a member. The Huntley Family is laid together in one grave and those of their two assistants together in another. 
34. Carlton Fredericks – E27 – established the first concert parties on the sands of Weymouth before moving to Weston-super-Mare in 1916 when his son Wilfred was born.
At that time, seaside entertainment was a family affair and when business thrived Carlton took on lease of the Palace Theatre on the Boulevard, which later became the Tivoli Cinema – destroyed by enemy action during the Second World War.
35. William Bryant Frampton  TC 2513 – was a journalist, in 1868 he joined the Weston Mercury at the age of 25 and in 1871 married the eldest Daughter of James Dare. William Frampton become proprietor of the paper in 1884, the Weston Mercury remained in the family for over 100 years before being sold to Community News Media Ltd which later became Archant.
36. Leonard Guy – TC4392 Weston’ grand pier was built in 1903, opening to the public in 1904, it was built as a theatre  and music hall, but in 1930 it caught fire and burnt down. It was bought by Leonard Guy who had previously held the sideshow concessions on the Pier. He bought the remains and rebuilt the deck. 
The Pier was fully re-opened in 1933 at the cost of £60,000, but he rebuilt it as the undercover amusement arcade we is associated with Piers. The pier was sold on in 1946 to the Brenner’s and then again in 2008 to the Micheal family who own it now.
37. Earl Alexander – TC3441 Office boy to cabinet minister. Albert Victor Alexander was born in Weston-super-Mare on 1st May 1885 – he father passed away in 1886.
He was educated at Barton School in Bristol and left at the age of 13 for a junior clerical position with the Bristol Education Committee. 5 years later he moved on the Somerset County Educational Committee and remained here for the next 17 years where he rose to Chief Clerk.
He married in 1908 to Ester Ellen Chapple and continued to live in Weston until 1921.

He was honorary Secretary to the Sonner Branch of National Association of Local Government Officers, a Baptist Lay Preacher and a member of the Management Committee of Weston-super-Mare to the Co-operative Society in which he later became Vice President.

In 1914 to 1918 he served in the Artists Rifles, rising through the ranks to become Captain of demobilisation. 

He was secretary to the parliamentary Committee to the Co-operative Congress from 1920 for 25 years.

Appointed Parliamentary Secretary to the Board of Trade in 1924 he subsequently became the First Lord of the Admiralty in 1929; he remained so for 13 years. In 1940 Weston-super-Mare conferred on him the honorary freedom of the Town.

He was minister of Defence from 1947 – 1950 and was created Viscount Alexander of Hillsborough in the peerage of the United Kingdom in 1950. He died in 1965, his memorial service was held at the Baptist church on Wadham Street, now known as the Blakehay Theatre.

38. Thomas Newberry – Born 1811 he became associated with the Weston Brethren in the 1860s at a time when he had commenced writing “The Englishman’s Bible” – a monumental study based on original Greek and Hebrew texts. It ran to six editions between the late 1870s and 1902. He wrote a further 15 major theological works whilst associated with the likes of Baedeker, Cavan and Radstock in Weston’s Plymouth Brethren era. He died in 1902.

39. General Gore Boland Munbee – TC1371 Was of the Bombay Royal Engineers, he is an alleged descendant of Columbus, he was a staunch conservative and the founder of the St Kew Masonic Lodge consecrated in 1868.
He was baptised in 1814 at Bishops Hull, Taunton. His father was Valentine Munbee, Lieutenant and Adjutant of the British Army.

He was nominated as a Cadet for Addiscombe Military Seminary by EIC, (East Indian Company) Director and served as a Cadet between the years 1828 - 1829.
His application described his family as “my father, late of the King’s Army is dead, my mother resides at Clifton”.

He was appointed Garrison Engineer and Civil Engineer in 1858, and then appointed Superintending Engineer of Central Circle in the Bombay Presidency in January 1859. The Bombay Presidency was a province of British India.

In 1858-1859 he served as Lieutenant Colonel throughout the Indian Mutiny - 
He rose to Mayor General by 1863, not long after he retired from the army; he died in Weston in 1882.
40. Hans Fowler Price – born 1835, he became Weston’s prolific and most well-known architect. Educated under Thomas Barry in Liverpool, established his own architectural practice in Weston-super-Mare and married the daughter of Samuel Baker, solicitor to the Smyth-Pigott Lords of the Manor – an advantageous union.

He worked in the characteristic Mendip grey limestone and decorative creamy Bathstone to pleasing effect and his creations dominate Weston – Bristol Road Baptist Church, Constitutional Club, Blakehay, Mercury offices, part of the old Town Hall, Library, Walliscote School, Royal Hospital, School of Science and Art, Alfred Street Dispensary, Locking Road Schools, Museum and countless domestic buildings bear witness to his energy and quality of creation. 

He died in 1912 and his grave is far back along the cemetery’s west wall. Please do not cross other graves to reach Fowler’s resting place, for there are potential pit-falls along the way and the Town Council cannot be held responsible should you incur injury
41. (Chris) Henry Bertram law Webb TC 2956 Born 1885, Henry Bertram Law Webb, a Cambridge Graduate, was husband to Novelist and Poet Mary Webb, author of Precious Bain. Also an author in his own right, he wrote such philosophical essays such as The Silences of the Moon. He was the nephew of Captain Matthew Webb of Dawley (the first man to swim the English Channel).On the death of Mary Webb, Henry became quite wealthy from the royalties of her work and married his student Kathleen Wilson, with whom he had two children. They would summer in their bungalow at Sand Bay. In August 1939 Henry went on a walking tour of the Lake District, his body was found a few days later in a deep precipice off Deep Ghyll. He was buried besides his father
42. The Winter sisters (of THE Winter family) - These two spinsters when they died in the 1940s were the last descendants of the Winter Family of Clapton who held the Manor Ashcombe in the 1600’s.
